(online/digital or face to face)

Help out at Our Voice events such as family fun days and parties and our annual
Parents’ Conference

Attend meetings on behalf of Our Voice with the Local Authority, Health services and
other local organisations, to represent the views of parents and carers.

Hold parent coffee morning sessions to tell other parents and carers about Our Voice
and provide advice or signposting.

Help with ad-hoc tasks as needed.

We will provide support, training and work-shadowing as appropriate. There is flexibility
within these tasks so you can focus on those things that you are most interested in.



Your skills:
o A good communicator, able to understand and represent a cross-section of families’
views in an objective and diplomatic way
o  Use of initiative will be invaluable as well as a “positive can do” approach
o Able to represent our organisation in a confident and professional manner at meetings
o  Most importantly, you will need to demonstrate a calm, logical, diplomatic and
collaborative manner when dealing with everyone you meet

Other useful skills and experience:
o  We particularly need new team members who have children of primary school and pre-
school age, as these age groups are currently under-represented on our team
o  Knowledge of additional languages/BSL/Braille/Easy Read would be useful
